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My interests lie in the later medieval parish in England and Scotland, and extend to most aspects of parochial culture. Art and architecture are my main fields of research. Currently I am writing on roodscreen painting in Norfolk, a subject I wish to develop in future work. I am also particularly interested in the flint flushwork embellishment of East Anglian churches, and in church architecture and monuments broadly. Currently I am a co-investigator on a one-year AHRC funded project, the Corpus of Medieval Scottish Parish Churches. (The principal investigator is Richard Fawcett [Art History, St Andrews], and Richard Oram [History, Stirling] is also a co-investigator.) This project will collect and analyse the large amount of material and documentary evidence for pre-Reformation parish churches in the dioceses of Dunblane and Dunkeld. The results will be made publicly available through a website bearing the project name, and through journal articles. We will apply for further funding to permit comprehensive coverage of medieval parish churches in Scotland. If we attract funding the project will last at least six years.
