The recollections of parochial everyday life 
in the XVIII c. Polish-Lithuanian Commonwealth in priests’ egodocuments.

	I would like to present and discuss methodology and preliminary results of my studies on everyday lives of parsons of rural parishes in the Polish Lithuanian Commonwealth during the age of enlightenment. 
The main sources of information to this topic are diaries, memoirs and exceptional notes in metrical books and collections of parish documents. There is however so little sources of that type that I will base my analysis on four exceptionally rich documents. Notebook written by Jan Dębochowski parson of Gdów (1595-1607), diary of Kazimierz Dziuliński parson of Słaboszów in Małopolska (1693-1701), diary of Wilhelm Kaliński canon of Vilnius Cathedral written in the years (1787-1788) and the parish chronicle form the town Nowa Góra written in last few decades of XVIII c. 
Priests described meetings and conflicts with peasants and noblemen, so the analysis will help to understand inter-estate, local social relations. Parsons more often described fights for rights to land and income from tithes than ministerial duties, thus the research will show the place of sacrum and profanum in their lives. Priests in the given period were under the pressure of bishops forcing them to lead more communal and public life, so studying egodocuments will show if their privacy and social roles changed according to demands. What is most important egodocuments present everyday life in parishes from the subjective point of view of priests, which is essential since the ethos of anthropological history is to understand other people in their individual and cultural specificity.
In my presentation will also be focused on problems directly connected to the egodocuments. I will compare different narrative techniques and explain why some issues were mentioned much more often than others. Finally, I will comment on the scarcity of priests’ egodocuments in comparison to those written by noblemen at the time. 
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
