• Manage a project budget.  

• Organise resources for each session. 

• Create a spreadsheet to record activities and volunteer attendance.  

• Review and update the project risk assessment and volunteer brief with support from  

Warwick Volunteers 

• Maintain regular communication with the Warwick Volunteers staff team to keep them up  

to date with progress and inform them of any issues.  

• Gain feedback and quotes from volunteers and community partners.  

• Prepare a handover for the new Project Leaders.  

• Actively uphold Warwick Volunteers policies and procedures. 

• Willing to attend training (First Aider etc)
