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A quick overview of Safeguarding Children and Young People
Children and young people can be at risk of physical and emotional harm from being mistreated. For this reason, volunteers working with children must be aware of safeguarding measures that are in place to ensure that:
1. Any potential abuse or mistreatment of a child or young person is reported appropriately.
2. You, as a volunteer, are protected from allegations of mistreatment by ensuring that you work in an appropriate and professional manner.
Things to be aware of before you start volunteering
· It is important that you are familiar with Warwick Volunteers’ Safeguarding policy and adhere to the behaviour guidelines in section 5.  A copy of the policy can be found at:

Do’s and don’ts 
DO:
· Work under the supervision of the Youth Club Leaders.  
· Keep your phone switched off and, in your bag, whilst volunteering. 
· Be a positive role-model in how you conduct yourself.
· Build a positive relationship with the children, but remember that you are there to support the children not be their friend.
· Share any concerns that you have with Anna-Marie Corbett, Canley Community Centre Manager.
DON’T:
· Don’t become isolated with a pupil, or be on your own with a group.
· Don’t make physical contact with the pupils.
· Don’t give any personal contact details to the children or take any personal contact details from them.  That includes Social media, email, telephone numbers and addresses.
· Don’t take photos of the children. 
· Don’t attempt to contact the children outside of the Youth Club. 
What to do if you have any concerns
If you have any concerns about the safety or well-being of any child or young person you have been working with, raise these with Anna-Marie Corbett in the first instance.
