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-has the student developed a clear understanding of the dissertation topic, and a rough idea of the general structure of the dissertation?

-has the student identified the material (primary sources) she or he needs to use for the dissertation?

-has the student identified the relevant secondary sources? 

-If these are not in Warwick Library, is the student aware that she or he can access them through inter-library loan or another library?

-is the dissertation topic specific enough (if they submitted a very general dissertation title at the start of term)?

-is the main argument of the chapter clear?

-does the chapter engage directly with relevant primary sources? Are these primary sources adequately represented? Are they quoted correctly (original text or translation)?

-does the chapter engage directly and critically with relevant secondary literature? 

-is the structure of the chapter sufficiently clear?

-are style and expression sufficiently clear? 

-are there any issues (methodology, length, availability or not of sources, clarity of expression) the student needs to be made aware of?
