Important Notes

1. The 2014 City of Rome Undergraduate Course Field Trip will commence on Thursday March  20th and complete on Sunday March 23rd 2014*.  It will be held in the British School at Rome.  The Course Fee is GBP £[185**] which will be payable by January 20th 2013. 
* There is the possibility of staying on but these arrangements must be made by you well in advance (accommodation@bsrome.it ). 
** This is a maximum fee, without knowing the museum rates for 2014, I cannot confirm the full fee until the new year, it will not exceed the above amount listed and could be less. 
	
2. The Course is co-ordinated by the University and food and board will be provided by the British School at Rome and included in the Course Fee.   However, travel arrangements to and from Rome as well as insurance are not included in the Course Fee and are not  arranged by the University.  Applicants will be responsible for transporting themselves to and from the British School at Rome. The course co-ordinators will provide participants with information on transport options, but it will be the decision of each applicant to select the transport most appropriate to their circumstances.
	
3. The Course Co-ordinators are Dr. Abigail Graham and Ersin Hussein.

4. Participants will share a room with another participant of the same sex.  The allocation of rooms will be made by the Course co-ordinators.

5. Applicants who are not citizens of an EU country may require a visa to travel to Rome.  Obtaining such visa will be the responsibility of the Applicant.

6. If the Course if over-subscribed, the course co-ordinator may allocate places based on academic record and character references from personal tutors within the department.  The course co-ordinators will seek these references directly from personal tutors, independent of the application process – please do not enclose written references with your application.

7. Successful applicants will be notified of their Provisional Allocation of a place on the Course by no later than November 22nd 2013.  If the course is over-subscribed, additional applicants may be provided with a “waitlist” place on the course.  A waitlist place may be taken up if another participant drops out.

8. A Provisional Allocation of a place on the Course, will become permanent if the applicant provides payment of the Course Fee and proof of reservation of transport from the UK to Rome by no later than December 20th, 2013.  Any applicant who does not satisfy these criteria will have their Provisional Allocation of a place on the Course withdrawn. 

9. Throughout the Course, participants will be representatives of the University of Warwick and will be covered by the Regulations and disciplinary procedures of the University.  Any conduct by  participants which may bring the University into disrepute will be dealt with as a serious disciplinary matter by the University.
