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Most of these questions can be short answers- the intention is knowledge acquisition and recall rather than
higher level conceptual thinking. Questions marked with a * will require prose answers.

1) Who was Mardonius sent to punish by Darius? 
2) What does Darius begin doing as soon as Mardonius returns??
3) Who the rebels from the Persian Empire?
4) Why does Darius not tackle the Egyptian rebellion?
5) What is his punishment?
6) What Problem does Darius have regarding who should take over?

7) Briefly outline the disagreements over who should take the throne next?

8) Who comes to give advice to Xerxes?
9) Why does he suggest Xerxes has the greatest claim to the throne?
10) Who does Herodotus suggest really had the most influence over who should be the next king?
11) Where can we find a Persian inscription about Xerxes’ rise to power?
12) Who does Xerxes continually reference in his inscriptions?
13) Who begins to persuade Xerxes to renew the campaign against Greece?

14) What does Xerxes do in Egypt before attacking Greece?
15) Where else rebels and subsequently needs ‘dealing with’?

Extension

To what extent does the rise of Xerxes to the Persian Throne show evidence of continuity and/ or change to succession?
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
