You will then
need to register by Thursday of week 1, the system then updates overnight and you
can then sign up for a seminar on Tabula — You must do this by Friday of week 1 at
the very latest — if it is not done and you leave this until week 2, then there may not be
spaces on your first choice of module.

Once you have reqgistered for all modules and selected seminars as per the attached note,
double-check your timetable carefully for any issues/clashes. Please note that you can
swap groups if required to accommodate a class from another department. However, you
must do this by the end of week 1.
