1) How does Donne address the relationship between geographical location and spiritual authority in his seventeenth-century work? Discuss at least TWO texts in your answer.
2) To what extent do the essays of Bacon and / or Montaigne seek to develop an understanding of the place of the individual in public life? Discuss at least TWO essays in your answer.
3) In what ways does seventeenth-century estate poetry link landscape and power? Discuss at least TWO poems in your answer.
4) What use does Herbert make of biblical place and space in his poetry? Discuss at least TWO poems in your answer.
5) [bookmark: _GoBack]What role do images of wandering and journeying play in Milton’s early poetry? Discuss at least TWO texts in your answer.
6) How and why is Cavalier poetry concerned with resisting ephemerality? Discuss at least TWO poems in your answer.
7) ‘I sing of time’s trans-shifting’ (Robert Herrick, ‘The Argument of His Book’). How could Herrick’s image of ‘times trans-shifting’ be helpful in understanding Marvell’s poetry? Discuss at least TWO of Marvell’s poems in your answer.
8) How does seventeenth-century spiritual autobiography represent the interventions of providence into human life?
9) How does Behn use memory in The Rover?
10) Formulate your own essay title connected to ideas of place or time. You should confirm your title with your tutor at least a fortnight before submission. You may choose to develop ideas from your formative work. If you choose to do this you may use ideas from the formative in relation to new texts or you may approach the same texts from a new perspective.
