	Literature and Empire: Britain and the Caribbean to c.1900

	Module Aims

	
To introduce students to the early literature (17th to 19th centuries) of the British Caribbean, and allow them to develop an understanding of the close literary and cultural connections between Britain and its Caribbean colonies in the period. To complement existing departmental offerings in the fields of colonial, postcolonial and world literatures, and eighteenth-century literature.

	Evaluate the significance of a particular historical and cultural context in the understanding of literary texts.

	Consider issues relating to canon formation and changes in literary taste.
	Some of the set texts (such as Grainger’s The Sugar-Cane) were once widely read and regarded as canonical, but are so no longer, whilst others (such as The History of Mary Prince) have come to be regarded as literature in more recent times.  These changes in taste will form a significant part of seminar discussions.
