· Signifier and signified 
Particular resonance with the individual
Williams’ “country” 
My own idea of “country”
Everyone else’s idea of country
Personal experience dictates the signified. Upbringing, memories etc.
Relevance to lonely Londoners:
Galahad’s idea of “the city” is broken, “A feeling as if he lost everything he have”
Galahad’s idea of Charing Cross vs. the ideas of those around him
“Jesus Christ, when he say ‘Charing Cross’, when he realise that is he...” 
Personal experience from colonial upbringing. Individual personal experience.
“Place is both materially there but it is also an object of fantasy and projection”
Galahad projects his own ideas/thoughts onto the place “Charing Cross”
Problem of Perspective
Williams’ own perspective dictates his thoughts/ideas. Bias and subjectivity.
My own perspective (coming from upbringing, memories) dictates my response/ability to engage with theory. 
Changing ideas of the country vs. “persistence of the English ideas of rural life”
Persistence through individual/group memory and experience
Cobbles + tarmac roads lorries racing 
Agreement with the text
“Place is both materially there but it is also an object of fantasy and projection”
Galahad’s projection of importance and fame onto the place of Charing Cross stemming from memories cultivated in colonial Caribbean.
