teaching

My experience of undergraduate teaching began while I was myself an undergraduate, when I was employed as a tutor by the Mathematics Department at Bryn Mawr College.  As a postgraduate I taught part-time for the University of Warwick in the History Department.  Since 1994, I have taught the following year-long undergraduate modules:

· Central America, 1930-1990 (second year module)
· The Cultural History of Food in Latin America (second year module)
· A Global History of Food (second year module)
· Sexuality and Marriage in the Americas, 1500-1850 (final year module)
· Histories of Gender in the Americas: Ladies, Wenches, Hombres and Machos (final year module)
· European Encounters with the New World, 1500-1800 (special subject, with Claudia Stein)

These modules examine twentieth-century Central American culture and politics, the social and cultural history of Latin American foodstuffs, the comparative histories of gender identity in colonial North and Latin America, and the impact of early European overseas expansion on epistemologies in both Europe and the Americas.
