[bookmark: _GoBack]Paul Spickard: What does it mean to be ‘a nation of immigrants’ and how does Ellis Island fit into this narrative? WHEN did we begin to celebrate being ‘a nation of immigrants’ and why?


Newspaper archive searches

Suppose you wanted to find articles about policies towards disability and disabled migrants in the US between 1900 and 1970: what terms might you use?

Disease based search parameters (think about what you know, for example from the ‘loathsome and contagious diseases’ and ‘category A’ conditions in last week’s readings. [Trachoma and blindness; mental illness and learning disabilities; pregnancy!]

What kind of terms might you use for a more general search? [Not ‘disabled’ but ‘crippled’ and ‘handicapped’; but ‘able’ and ‘able-bodied’ might still work, as well as ‘strong’ and ‘healthy’]

So how can you put a search together, then? Depends on the archive and search structures available, but:

· Exact phrase searching; 
· Boolean searching; 
· picture search; 
· search within limited article types [when to use which type?]; 
· broad initial search and then add internal limits to results…

Trial run: ‘Ellis Island’ in the Daily Mail… then limit with ‘medical’ and by section [picture gallery, advertising]

Trial Run ‘LA Times’:  Show effects of ‘sort’ order functions, date range selector, document type. Then try same limiting words on ‘search within’. [nb: cripple works; insane works; feeble-minded and trachoma work]

Things to compare: open NYT and LA Times together, with ‘Ellis Island’ as search term and show the difference in volume and chronological distribution of coverage; draw attention to the peak at 1990s and tailing off after 1920s, etc. [‘ellis island’ and ‘blind’ limiting to 1890s- 1960s produces interesting stuff] do ‘ellis island” AND cripple (61 results) then compare to ‘immigration and “cripple’ (330 results)
