Glossary
Cabbala/Kabbalah – literally ‘tradition’; a mystical interpretation of the Old Testament
Conversos – Christians who were once Jews but converted, often under compulsion
Kehillah – a Jewish community or, more especially, its council (plural kehillot)
Torah – literally ‘instruction’; the first five books of the Old Testament
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
