1.  Getting Information or Advice; ‘I would like to … But….?‘

To phrase かいたいですmeans ‘I want to buy’. If you use たいん
ですがinstead of たいです, implication is that you would like 
information or advice from the other party.  

I would like to buy a souvenir.

おみやげを かいたいです

おみやげを かいたいんですが、・・・・

I would like to buy a souvenir. (but I need your advice)



If you use かいたいんですが in a store, for example, to imply 
that you are about to make a request, such as asking where an 
item can be found.  



おみやげを かいたいんですが、・・

おみやげは ２かい でございます

You want to buy a souvenir, but you are not sure where to find them.  

So you go to the reception……, and say …..



….. is on the X floor. ・・・は Xかいで ございます
