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You use 7= L to make hypothetical statements. (Conditional)

If | had money, | would want to go to Japan.
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You can use /= L to make if-statements as well as when-statements.
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Case 1- You don’t have a plan to go to Japan.
| wish to go to Japan someday.
If | go to Japan, | would want to eat sushi.

Case 2- You have a plan to go to Japan.
| am going to Japan in July.
When | go to Japan, | would want to eat sushi.



| do not have time.
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If | do not have time.
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(Plain form-past/Negative)
