7. La Chanson de Roland
Advised edition : Anon,  La Chanson de Roland, trans. by Ian Short, Lettres gothiques series (Paris : Livre de Poche, 1990). This bilingual edition presents you with the Old French text and a translation into modern French.  We will be working from the modern French text in class, and this is the text you should read. From time to time, your teachers will draw attention to particular features of the Old French original, which is helpfully set alongside the translation in this edition.

8. Michel de Montaigne, Essais, book 1, ch 30/31: ‘Des Cannibales’.
Advised edition: Montaigne, Essais, ed. by Marie-Madeleine Fragonard (Paris: Classiques pocket, 2009). This is a good-value complete edition with helpful notes. This edition of the essay itself is available as a course extract here: https://clas.warwick.ac.uk/Extracts/Index/FR121. You may wish to purchase the collection in order to look at some of the other essays within it (useful for contextualizing) and also because this edition has a good introduction. It’s not essential, though –  you can use this online version.
