Martin Broszat, „Hitler und die Genesis der ‘Endlösung’: Aus Anlaß der Thesen von David Irving“, section 2, in Vierteljahrshefte zur Zeitgeschichte, No. 4 (October 1977), 739-75 (extracts)
· Why does Broszat criticise attempts to explain the development of the ‚Final Solution‘ by focusing exclusively on Hitler’s world view? 
· Some historians assume that at some point between spring and summer 1941, Hitler must have issued a secret order to put the ‚Final Solution‘ into practice. What is Broszat‘s view on this issue and why? 
· Which developmental steps of the ‚Final Solution‘ – from the attempt to make Germany and parts of the occupied territories ‚judenrein‘ to mass killing in extermination camps in Eastern Europe – does he identify? What were the driving motives on the part of those in command?

· How does B. describe Hitler‘s role in this process? Does he disagree with Jäckel in this respect?

· What do you think of the two approaches? Do you find any of them more convincing? In the light of the texts you have read during the past weeks, are there aspects of the question ‚Why did the Holocaust happen‘ that neither of them addresses sufficiently? 
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
