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Policy for Exhibitions in the FAB Display Case

1. Purpose and Context
The FAB display case was created to provide a dedicated space for showcasing research outputs from the Faculty of Arts. In previous years, exhibitions have been limited. To ensure the case plays a positive and strategic role within the Faculty, this policy sets out clear parameters designed to encourage greater awareness, engagement, and participation.

2. Exhibition Schedule
There will be two exhibitions each year, aligned with the academic calendar ie last week in September to first week in July. In practice the second slot will be longer to continue over the summer vacation, unless loans prevent this. 

· End September to early February
· Mid-February to mid-September

3. Fallback position
Recognising that members of the Faculty have sometimes found it difficult to find the time required to develop exhibitions, a fallback arrangement is in place. If necessary, the emerging Coventry talent represented on the Art Collection Committee will curate an exhibition at the start of each academic year, to last the whole year if need be. 

4. Submission and Selection Process
· Exhibition concepts must be submitted by 1 April for consideration.
· A panel of Faculty members (representing staff and students) will review submissions and decide which exhibitions will go ahead in the following year.
· Selection will be based on the following criteria: 
· The significance and potential impact of the research. 
· Potential to raise the profile of the Faculty.
· Suitability of material for display.
· Financial viability within the allocated budget.

· Restrictions include: 
· Financial viability within the allocated exhibition budget.
· Conditions imposed by lenders eg conservation.
· Value of objects (It may not be possible to insure very high value items)
· Vulnerability of materials to daylight and dust.

4. Curatorial Support
· Exhibitions will be supported by the Curator of the Art Collection.
· The Curator may provide guidance on exhibition design and installation. 

5. Budget and Resources
· The Art Collection will provide a budget of £250 (including VAT) to support the costs of mounting each exhibition.
· Expenditure must be used responsibly and in line with University financial procedures.
· Display strategies including small plinths, book cradles and signage must be included in the budget.

6. Display Case Parameters
· All exhibitions must respect the physical and technical parameters of the FAB display case ie size, weight and materials.
· Exhibitors are responsible for ensuring that works are suitable for display in this environment.

7. Review and Development
· This policy will be reviewed biannually by the Faculty of Arts in consultation with the University Art Collection Committee.
· Amendments may be made to ensure the case continues to reflect the evolving research interests and values of the Faculty.

How to Apply for an Exhibition in the FAB Display Case

The FAB display case provides a dedicated space to showcase the creativity and research of the Faculty of Arts. To ensure the case plays a positive and strategic role within the Faculty, exhibitions are selected through an annual submission process.

Submission Timeline
· Deadline: All exhibition proposals must be submitted by 1 April each year.
· Review: A panel of Faculty members will assess proposals and decide which exhibitions will go ahead in the following academic yar.
· Notification: Applicants will be informed of the outcome by the end of May at the latest.

What to Include in Your Proposal
· A clear summary of your exhibition idea (max 500 words)
· Details of the works or materials to be displayed.
· Notes on their suitability for the case (size, fragility, daylight/dust exposure).
· Estimated costs (up to £250 including VAT).
· Explanation of how the exhibition raises the profile of the Faculty and the significance and impact of the research. (max 500 words)

Selection Criteria
Proposals will be judged against the following criteria:
· Potential to raise the profile of the Faculty.
· The significance and potential impact of the research.
· Suitability of material for display (restrictions include object value, vulnerability to daylight/dust, and compliance with University policies).
· Financial viability within the allocated budget.

Support and Resources
· Each exhibition will receive up to £250 (including VAT) to support display costs. Purchases will be made by the Art Collection through Opera. It is not necessary to spend the whole budget.
· The Curator of the Art Collection will provide guidance and support to the curator of the selected exhibition, if required.
