WIHEA Interdisciplinary Learning Circle Project

Introduction to Project
This project builds on previous WIHEA projects undertaken by the Interdisciplinary Learning Circle. The first project undertaken in 2018, coincided with the launch of the Education Strategy and aimed to gain a more in-depth understanding of how interdisciplinary teaching and learning was being perceived, delivered and experienced. The second project undertaken in 2021 had the aim of carrying out interviews with staff involved in interdisciplinary teaching and learning so that these could feature in a planned Interdisciplinary Staff Hub. 
Current WIHEA Project
The current project aims to:
1) Produce a longitudinal study of interdisciplinary teaching and learning using data from departmental submissions to the ITLR 2017 and the ITLR 2023 and evaluate institutional progress made on the interdisciplinary strand of the strategy and make recommendations to feed into the new refreshed Education Strategy.
2) Create an Interdisciplinary Staff Hub featuring the new case studies and producing case studies from the interviews undertaken in 2021.
3) Support the creation of a Warwick Interdisciplinary Community who can share and propagate their interdisciplinary teaching skills
