Central Campus Venues is the name
given to the facilities provided by Warwick Conferences on the Central University Campus.

Getting to campus:
The University of Warwick is situated four miles from Coventry City centre at the hub of the Midlands motorway
network. The hours of 08:00 — 10:00 and 16:00 — 18:00 are peak times for traffic on campus and the surrounding
roads, we therefore recommend allowing plenty of time for your journey to campus if travelling between these times.
e Central Campus Venues is situated on the Central Campus of the University, located on the outskirts of
Coventry with good transport links.
e If using a sat nav use post code CV4 7AL which will bring you to the edge of campus, then follow signs for
Central Campus.

Car Parking:

Public Transport:

e  Coventry Railway Station, approximately four miles from the campus, is the nearest main-line train
station to the University. There is a taxi rank located at the Station and on Central Campus.

o There are regular bus services to the University Campus from Coventry City Centre and Coventry Railway
Station, with the journey taking approximately 30 minutes. The stop for Central Campus is the University
of Warwick Bus Interchange.

e Birmingham International Airport is approximately 20 minutes from Campus by car. There is a taxi rank at
Birmingham International Airport. The railway station at Birmingham Airport is Birmingham International.
During weekdays trains depart from Birmingham International to Coventry Rail Station on average every
10 minutes. The journey takes between 10-15 minutes.
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Conference Reception:
e Located within Senate House. Our reception team are available between 07:00 — 22:00.
e If you need to store luggage on your arrival or departure day, your event organiser will be able to
advise a storage location.

Bedroom check in/out:

e Check in and key collection is at Conference Reception in Senate House (unless your programme
indicates otherwise).

e  You will be provided with a key card which will give you access to your bedroom, kitchen and entry
door to the accommodation block. Please ensure you update your key on the key access point before
entering your accommodation block.

e Bedroom keys will be available to collect from 15:00 to 22:00 at Conference Reception unless notified
otherwise by your event organiser.

e If you plan to arrive after 22:00, please contact Conference Reception to arrange late key collection
ccvreception@warwick.ac.uk or 02476 528910. The location of key collection after 22:00 will be
confirmed on request.

e Bedrooms are to be vacated by 09:30 on your day of departure. Luggage and belongings should be
removed by that time. If you require luggage storage on the day of your departure, please discuss
with your event organiser.

e Onthe day of departure, keys can be left at Conference Reception (Senate House), Rootes Restaurant
(in Rootes Building) or one of the boxes situated in the entrance hall of each accommodation block.

Accommodation:

e  Our student style accommodation blocks are en-suite bedrooms and feature a study desk area,
tea/coffee making facilities, towels and wrapped soap.

e lrons and Ironing board are available in the shared kitchen, hairdryers and clock radios are available
from reception on request.

e Delegates have access to one shared kitchen per floor. There is a microwave, kettle, fridge and freezer
in each kitchen. Please note that no crockery, cutlery or cooking utensils are provided.

e  Most of our student accommodation have lifts. Please discuss any specific requirements with your
event organiser.

e The accommodation blocks have laundry facilities available to delegates. These machines are self-
dosing for washing powder and fabric softener. All machines and driers require payment by
debit/credit card.

Food and Drink:

e All meals are provided in Rootes Restaurant located on the first floor of the Rootes Building for all
delegates (unless your programme indicates otherwise).

e The restaurant offers breakfast, lunch and dinner including a range of hot and cold drinks for pre-
booked events.

e Please present your conference badge or bedroom key to gain access to the restaurant.

e Please inform your event organiser prior to your arrival if you have a specific food allergy or a lifestyle
dietary requirement (for example vegan, vegetarian, halal or kosher).

e Bar facilities are located on the first floor of the Rootes Building and is the ideal place to network and
relax after a day’s session.
