7. Poster Presentation & Marking

Rationale	
The communication of ideas and information is not restricted to written or oral presentations and is increasingly taking place through more diverse and visual media such as websites.  oster presentations offer similar challenges to websites in that they require information to be presented in a way that will draw people in and present detailed, accurate information in a condensed, concise yet readable and accessible manner.
In addition, once you have drawn people in, poster presentations offer a unique chance for one-to-one interactions with your audience. This provides an excellent opportunity for networking and building relationships with other researchers which should be used to your advantage. Think about ways you can keep in contact after the conference such as an exchange of business cards, offers to send or receive paper reprints or arranging visits between labs.
Detailed Requirements:
Present a poster at a conference or other event. Take advice on style and content and seek to generate as much interaction as possible from your poster by engaging with people and encouraging them to talk about your work. Write a short report on the interactions with other researchers that this generates, what worked well and how you would change things next time.
In addition review three other posters that are presented and comment on how the style and presentation of the poster and how the person presenting it interacts with the audience affects your understanding of the work being presented.
