	The aim of Richard Smith’s presentation is to demystify research in the eyes of ‘chalk-face’ English teachers by defining what it is in layman’s language, showing how it can be of practical relevance, and whetting participants’ appetite both for reading others’ research and for engaging in research of their own. The potential value of teacher-initiated research within Continuing Professional Development will be particularly highlighted, with reference to a new model combining a break-down of the research process with stages from novice to expert in researcher development.

    There will be practical guidance in where to access published research, how to survey it, and how to take the first steps in designing and carrying out a research study of one’s own. Extensive reference will be made to freely available online resources and to networks which can help the novice and early-stage researcher in getting started and in sustaining commitment, respectively. As coordinator both of the Directory of UK ELT Research project and of IATEFL’s Research SIG, and as someone who has both engaged in extensive teacher-research of his own and supervised classroom-oriented research by many MA and PhD students over the years, the presenter is well-placed to provide authoritative guidance and to narrow gaps of perception between the supposed ivory towers of academic research and the ‘chalk-face’ of ELT practice.
