	Welcome and introductory briefing.
	AH gave introductory updates, including:
An appeal for placement offers for the unplaced cohort.
AH referenced the CCF, the “learn that” strand, which is mapped, and the “learn how to” strand.
Collaborative development groups planned for next year to integrate PDP to align with the CCF.
AP4 will be important to identify trainees on a trajectory to be on track to pass the course. If doing well, monitoring will continue online. Face to face where we think trainees are at risk of failing AP5 and if extended placement is needed – with the agreement of the setting. AP and QA’s will be holistic, to take into account small areas of weakness that trainees cannot account for, examples being experience opportunities that didn’t take place.
