Which journal fits?
· Read the aims and scope of the journal
· Read or download Guide for Authors
· Check if the journal is invitation-only as some journals will only accept articles after inviting the author
· Submit your paper to only one journal at the time
· Check the journal performance for the review and publication timelines
https://journals.warwick.ac.uk/index.php/wjett /about https://www.elsevier.com/authors/submityour-paper
Key words and searches
Task – think of 5 keywords that your publication might include and then, do a google search of those 5 words
What is in title?
In a world with abundant information, indexed and catalogued into a series of links on the screen, the title may be the only part of your work a potential reader ever sees. Unless, of course, that title encourages them to click the link and read more.
For Fun
Title 
Declarative: summarizes the study and the results of the study. This type of title provides the most insight into the contents of the paper.
Descriptive title: describes the study but stops short of revealing the results. Descriptive titles often include details about the methods used to conduct the study rather than the findings.
Interrogative title: poses the research in the form of a question. Often reflecting one or more of the research questions driving the study or restating the research problem in the form of a question, interrogative titles commonly avoid the inclusion of any details of the study itself.
Test the title
· Does this title accurately represent the purpose and content of the article? 
· Have I avoided the use of abbreviations and jargon that may be unfamiliar to potential readers? 
· Have I included appropriate descriptive words that potential readers will find attractive, engaging, and likely use when searching article databases? 
· Have I complied with any guidelines established by the journal for submission?
