Further Details



Security forces had gone on high alert near several cities along the Green Line on Monday morning, fearing a terrorist infiltration into the Sharon region. An intelligence tip led the security officials to the West Bank village of Azun, near Kafr Qasem, where the would-be terrorist was hiding. an IDF force saw the suspicious-looking Arab and called for him to stop. The terrorist began running towards the soldiers, who fired at him - causing the explosives vest he was wearing to explode. One soldier was lightly wounded.

Further Details



The blast occurred at a small office booth where Palestinians pick up travel permits from Israeli authorities. The booth, known as a District Coordination Office, was near the army checkpoint on the edge of the West Bank town of Tulkarm. The attacker set off the bomb as he approached the reception window, the military said. The Al Aqsa Martyrs' Brigades claimed responsibility for the attack and identified the bomber as Ahmed Safadi, an 18-year-old high school student from the village of Oref south of Nablus.

Details:



At least 19 people were killed and as many as 60 wounded when a woman suicide bomber blew herself up in a packed restaurant in the Israeli coastal city of Haifa on Saturday.



Further Details



The bomber, a Palestinian woman from Jenin, walked into the "Makom Maxim" restaurant at about 14:15 and detonated explosives. Nearly everyone in the restaurant was hit by shrapnel. Among the dead were three children, a baby girl and three members of a single family. Nine of the wounded are in serious condition.



The "Makom Maxim" restaurant is a favorite with local residents and beach-goers and is crowded every Saturday. Jointly owned by an Israeli Arab family and a Jewish family, the restaurant is typical of the relaxed air of tolerance in the mixed city of Haifa. Nir Muli, the grandson of the restaurant's Jewish owner, said his family founded the business together with an Arab family 40 years ago. "This restaurant was a symbol of coexistence," he said. "We never thought that this would happen to us."

Hanadi Tayseer Jaradat, the female suicide bomber who killed 19 people when she blew herself up in Haifa's Maxim restaurant Saturday afternoon, left her home in the morning for the Jenin office where she worked as an attorney, relatives told Haaretz. It is still unclear how the 29-year-old single woman arrived at the site of the attack from her office. Jaradat was the older sister of Fadi Jaradat, an Islamic Jihad militant who was killed in June along with his cousin, Salah Jaradat, a senior figure in the military wing of the "Jerusalem Brigades" organization. In June, Border Police troops arrived at the Jenin home where the two militants were staying in order to capture them. Family members said that Hanadi was staying in the house when the IDF unit opened fire at Fadi and Salah, as they stood in its entrance. Jaradat is the intifada's sixth female sucide bomber, and the second one to do so for Islamic Jihad. Jaradat is from the village of Sila Alkhartiya in west Jenin, a village known for its Jihad circles, who are funded by Iran and close to Hezbollah, and called "Little Tehran." Overnight, IDF troops demolished Jaradat's home.

Despite the presence of two security guards, the terrorist managed to get several meters inside Café Hillel before detonating the explosives on his person. The café, located in on the main street of the city’s German Colony, is a popular meeting place for local residents. Witnesses said the terrorist was intercepted near the entrance to the restaurant by several customers, whose suspicions were aroused. They began struggling with him, and managed to shove him out of the restaurant. It was then that he blew up. Police sappers searched cars and trash bins near the scene, in order to head off any attempt to launch a second attack against responding rescue teams and medics.

Dr. David Appelbaum, 51, of Jerusalem was one of seven people killed in a suicide bombing at Cafe Hillel on Emek Refaim St., the main thoroughfare of the German Colony neighborhood in Jerusalem. His daughter Nava was also killed in the blast. Dr. Appelbaum, a specialist in emergency medicine, had just returned from New York where he had delivered an address on managing the medical response to mass casualty events at a major downtown symposium on emergency preparedness. The symposium was timed to mark the second anniversary of the September 11 attacks. He had arrived home just in time for his daughter Nava's wedding. Father and daughter went out for coffee together for a heart-to-heart talk the last night before her wedding. Both were killed in the blast, in which seven were killed and over 50 wounded. Nava's fiance Chanan Sand collapsed in the emergency room of Shaare Zedek upon hearing the news.




Dr. Appelbaum, born in Detroit, immigrated to Israel in 1981 from Cleveland, Ohio, where he had received his medical training. He also received rabbinical ordination at Yeshiva University. He served as a medical director of Magen David Adom in Jerusalem, as well as working in Shaare Zedek from 1985 to 1988. He left the hospital to found the Terem Immediate Care Center, which revolutionized emergency care in Jerusalem by treating relatively minor injuries and ailments in a freestanding clinic, freeing up hospital emergency rooms to deal with more serious cases. In 1986, Dr. Applebaum was presented with an award by the Knesset after treating terror victims at the scene of an attack on King George Street in Jerusalem while still under fire.




In 2002, Dr. Applebaum was appointed head of Shaare Zedek Medical Center's Department of Emergency Medicine, and was viewed in Israel's medical community as one of the country's leaders in the field. He introduced a number of groundbreaking changes to improve efficiency, and had extensive plans to continue this process following the completion of the new Weinstock Department of Emergency Medicine, which is now under construction. He began to staff the department with emergency medicine specialists, rather than relying on specialists in the various departments of the hospital. He also introduced the computer tracking of patients, and was insistent on cutting waiting time to an absolute minimum. When he was out of the hospital, he continued to monitor the treatment of each patient via a computer connection, even when he was abroad.




"He was one of the '36 righteous men' of the world," his oldest son Natan said. "His whole life was dedicated to saving lives." The hospital staff spoke of Appelbaum as having an outstanding personality, as a man who was intrinsically kind and who had regard for his team. "Thousands of Jerusalemites owe their lives to him, said hospital director, Professor Jonathan Halevy. He said that the hospital had suffered a grave loss, while other doctors spoke of a "great Torah scholar," a "sparkling personality," and a "model family man." He also continued to find the time to present lectures on Jewish law.

Chanan described her as "his other half, a match made in heaven." He described their relationship as something special. They never argued, and complemented one another. Chanan placed the wedding ring he had brought for the ceremony on the cloth covering her shroud.

Further Details



The explosion ripped through a packed city bus shortly after 21:00, as the bus passed through the neighborhood of Shmuel HaNavi. The bus, an extended accordion-style vehicle with two passenger sections, was packed to capacity. The bomb was apparently set off in the middle of the bus to cause maximum damage. At lease five children were among the dead, while 40 children were wounded, four critically. The bus was totally destroyed by the explosion, and a second bus that had pulled up alongside had its windows blown out.

Three people were killed and some 70 injured in an attack at Afula’s Amakim mall. Among the dead was a security guard at the entrance to the mall. A second security guard was one of the most seriously wounded.



Further Details



The bomber did not manage to get into the mall, due to the presence of security guards at the entrance. Witnesses said that a nicely-dressed young woman approached the guard who scanned her with a hand-held metal detector. The detector beebed, and the guard called to the second guard, apparently to ask for her help in checking the woman's bag. It was at that point that the bomber detonated her explosives. The explosion destroyed the entrance to the mall, and most of the casualties were people waiting in line to have their backs checked. The male guard was killed instantly, while the woman guard sustained life-threatening injuries. A Police sources said that the device was composed of up to five kilograms of high-quality explosive and was not packed with nails or other metal objects as in most such attacks.

His only relative in Israel is his father's brother, who lives in Afula. The uncle related that Kiril's family had planned to immigrate to Israel in September.

Security guard prevents attacker from entering the building The bomber attempted to enter "Mike's Place," a popular blues bar near the U.S. embassy at around 1:00 in the morning. The pub, featuring live music, is a popular nightspot, and was crowded at the time. A security guard at the entrance grappled with the bomber and managed to wrestle him to the ground, at which point, he set of his explosives. The security guard is currently fighting for his life in hospital. Several others were seriously injured in the blast, which blew the front off the bar and wrecked furniture inside. The owner of the bar, Gal Ganzman, his shirt covered with blood, said he was standing behind the bar when he heard the explosion. "I'm alive, I'm fine," he said. "One of the waitresses lost an arm but she's still alive. The boom was just outside the entrance. The security guard must have stopped him." Tel Aviv police commander Yossi Sedbon said that the bomber was carrying a medium-size bomb packed with nails and other shrapnel. He said that there was no doubt that the quick actions of the guard prevented many casualties. The bombing was claimed as a joint operation by Hamas and the Fatah al-Aqsa Martyrs Brigades. A man calling himself Abu Barek told AFP by telephone: "This attack was carried out by a martyr from Tul Karm to avenge Mazen Erapeh, an Al Aqsa member recently killed in Nablus [by the Israeli army], and was jointly planned by the Al Aqsa and Al Qassam Brigades," he said. Tuesday's attack came only hours after the Palestinian parliament voted to approve the new cabinet presented by Prime Minister Mahmoud Abbas (Abu Mazen). In his inaugural address, Abu Mazen called for an end to terrorism, which he said had not served the Palestinian cause. Hinting at a possible crackdown on armed groups, Abu Mazen told the Palestinian parliament, "the unauthorized possession of weapons ... is a major concern that will be relentlessly addressed." However, the Islamist groups, which have vowed to destroy Israel, warned that any attempt to crackdown on them would "set fire to the Palestinian street." A spokesman for the Fatah-linked militia, the Al Aqsa Martyrs' Brigades, told The Associated Press the attack was a message to Abbas that "nobody can disarm the resistance movements without a political solution."

The bomber attempted to enter the Kfar Saba train station during morning rush hour Thursday. Witnessess said that the newly-opened station was filled with some 200 commuters on their way to work after the end of the Passover festival. The bomber had apparently intended to time the blast to coincide with the departure of the Tel-Aviv bound train and the arrival of another train at the station. However, a security guard at the entrance stopped him and asked to see his identification, and the bomber set off his explosives just outside the entrance. The guard who stopped the attacker was killed, and a second guard was badly injured. At least 13 other people were lightly to moderately wounded by flying nails and shrapnel. Sharon Region police commander Amichai Shai said that there was no doubt that a major attack had been narrowly averted. "If he had managed to get inside the station, we would have seen many more casualties," Shai said. "This is a true hero who prevented a huge disaster."

The attack occurred at roughly 18:30 local time in an area filled with kiosks, cafes, and small shops, that is usually crowded at all hours. The force of the blasts blew out windows and damaged nearby buildings, even injuring people inside houses and shops. Police spokesman Gil Kleiman said that the bombs used were unusually powerful. "From the extent of the damage on the scene... they were very strong explosive devices. In each case metal fragments were added to the explosives to increase the amount of death," he said. Emergency crews were hampered in evacuating the wounded from the site of the bombing by traffic backed up in the narrow alleys. Bystanders helped to carry wounded people from the scene on makeshift stretchers and doors torn from their hinges.

Angelov's wife Lyudmila still lives in Bulgaria with their seven-year-old daughter, Antonia. Lyudmila said that he was planned to rejoin his family in Zlatograd in May.

Further Details




The bus bombing occurred at roughly 7:15, an hour when city buses are crowded with school children on their way the school. Area schools scrambled to assemble lists of those who had arrived safely to school while worried parents frantically phoned schools and hospitals. Witnesses said children's sandwiches and schoolbooks lay scattered in the street around the burned out bus. "There are students among the wounded," Yeruham Mandola, spokesman for the Magen David Adom paramedics' service, told Israel Radio. He could not say how many of the wounded were school children. The bomber detonated his explosives just after the bus had picked up a group of children and adults. The bus had only one final stop to make on its route. Police sources said there was no specific warning of this particular attacks. However the General Security Services has reported that between 4 and 12 terrorist incidents are foiled every day by security forces.

Further Details




Rami Mahmid, a seventeen-year-old carpenter from Umm el-Fahm, was today awarded a certificate of honor by Israeli Police for alerting them to a suicide bomber on September 18. Mahmid, who was seriously injured in the blast, was considered a suspected terrorist accomplice for days until his version of the event was confirmed. Mahmid borrowed the terrorist's cellular phone and called police to warn them. "I saw a suspicious man, wearing a brown shirt and holding a black bag," Mahmid said, recalling his actions last week. "I was standing next to him [at the bus stop] and we started to talk [in Arabic]. I asked him where he was from and where he was going. He said he was from a village near Jenin and was traveling to Afula. He looked to me suspicious, and I asked to borrow his mobile phone. He gave me the phone and asked who I was calling. I told him I was calling a contractor in Tiberias, but instead I called the police and told them there was someone suspicious standing at the bus stop." When the police approached to question them, the terrorist blew himself up, killing policeman Moshe Hezkiyah. Three others were wounded. The Islamic Jihad claimed responsibility for the attack

Nine people were killed, and more than 40 wounded in a suicided bombing on a commuter bus in northern Israel.



Further Details



The blast occurred at roughly 8:45 local time, as the bus was stopping to pick up passengers at the Meron intersection enroute from Haifa to Safed. Bus number 361 was full of commuters returning home and soldiers returning to their bases after the weekend. The explosion tore the roof off the bus and completely destroyed the rear half of the vehicle, which burst into flame. Witnesses said that nearly everyone on the bus was either killed or wounded. Diners and workers from the nearby restaurant ran out to evacuate the wounded and render first aide. The six civilians killed in the bombing were identified as: -Mason Amin Hassan, 23 from Sajour -Marlan Menachem, 20 from Moshav Safsofa Mordechai Friedman, 27 from Ramat Beit Shemesh -Sari Goldstein, 22, from Karmiel -Adlina Kononen, 37, a citizen of the Philippines who had been working in Moshav Safsofa -Rebecca Roga, 40, a citizen of the Philippines, who had been working in Moshav Safsofa. The three soldiers killed in the attack were identified as: -Sergeant Major Roni Ranem, 28, from the Druze village of Marer -Sergeant Omri Goldin, 20, from Mitzpe Aviv -Sergeant Yifat Gavrieli, 19, from Mitzpe Adi

A police spokesman said that the bomber had probably intended to target a more crowded area, but that the explosives detonated prematurely. A soldier on patrol near the Felafel stand speculated that the bomber may have become alarmed on sighting the soldiers nearby. Sgt. Ofir Yona said he saw the bomber enter the kiosk, carrying a black bag. "He didn't look suspicious," Yona said. "He was cleanly shaven. He had his hair gelled back. He noticed us and then he entered the shop." The shop owner and his son escaped without serious injury; they had gone into a storeroom at the back of the shop to fetch something when the blast destroyed the front of their stand.

Further Details




The simultaneous attacks occurred within several meters of each other across from the city's old central bus station. The area is filled with kiosks, cafes, and small shops, and is usually crowded at all hours. The nearby residential area, in the poorest section of Tel-Aviv, is home to many foreign workers. Two people were killed on the spot, while a third died of injuries in hospital. Police said that each bomb contained at least five kilograms of explosives, packed with nails and shrapnel to increase the extent of casualties. In addition to Romanian worker Adrian Andres, 30, whose name was publicized soon after the attack, also killed in the attack were Boris Shamis, 25, who immigrated to Israel from Russia only seven months ago, and Xu Hengyong, 39, a worker from China.

Her father, a doctor at Sha'are Zedek hospital, identified her body. Her mother and brother were seriously injured.

The Herzliya blast occurred at around 7:50 P.M. and killed the bomber. The wounded were taken to Meir Hospital in Kfar Sava and Beilinson Hospital in Petah Tikva. One person, who was critically wounded by shrapnel that sliced into much of his body, was in surgery last night, and the 15-year-old died on the operating table after she was severely wounded in the chest by the bomb. Another 15-year-old was also seriously wounded. Witnesses said that the terrorist asked for a bottle of water at the shwarma stand before setting off his bomb.

A car packed with explosives blew up next to a bus near the Megiddo Junction in Northern Israel at 7:15 local time. Seventeen Israelis were killed, and at least 50 were wounded – 10 of them seriously.



Further Details



The #830 bus had left Tel Aviv at 5:50 A.M., bound for the town of Tiberias on the shore of the Sea of Galilee (Lake Kinerret). According to witnesses, a car exploded next to the bus as it pulled into a bus stop. The car was reduced to a lump of metal, and the explosion lifted the entire bus into the air. The bus, reduced to a charred shell, was still smoldering an hour later. Body parts and debris were scattered hundreds of meters from the bus. Witnesses reported that some passengers were trapped alive inside the burning bus, including one couple who hugged each other as they burned to death.

Further Details




The bombing occurred at roughly 18:50 this evening at the Em HaMoshavot shopping center in Petah Tikva, some 10 kilometers East of Tel-Aviv. The bomber, described as an ordinary-looking young man wearing over-alls, walked into the dining area of an ice cream parlor and detonated. Among the injured were many children, who were inside the cafe and a nearby ice-cream parlor. Police said the bomb used contained around 10 kilograms of explosives, packed with metal objects to maximize the number of casualties. The perpetrator apparently tried to enter a supermarket in the center, but was turned away by a security guard. Petah Tikva Mayor, Yitzhak Ohayoun, said that the bomber arrived at the scene in a yellow Subaru car packed with explosives, which was neutralized by police sappers. Witnesses described a scene of carnage: body parts scattered among overturned tables and chairs, blood and broken glass everywhere. Several blood-stained baby strollers were evident among the ruins. Two infants were among the roughly 30 people injured, which included many children who had been in the ice cream parlor.

Arkady Vieselman, 39, of Netanya was one of three Israelis killed when a suicide bomber blew himself up in a crowded section of Netanya's open-air market. Arkady Vieselman was returning from his job as a hotel chef when he decided to stop at the market. Seconds after Arkady entered, the suicide bomber struck, mortally injuring Vieselman. Doctors fought for hours to save his life, but his injuries were too severe. Arkady immigrated to Israel from Odessa in 1990 and worked at the Park Hotel, Netanya for nearly a decade. He had been working as the Park Hotel's head chef on March 27, 2002, when 29 people were killed and 150 were injured in the suicide bombing of the hotel during the Passover Seder. Vieselman survived that attack because he had gone to a downstairs pantry moments before the bomb went off. He immediately ran to the dining room and helped to evacuate the wounded. After the bombing, Vieselman called his family to say, "A miracle saved me."

Police said the attack was carried out by a lone terrorist who carried a suitcase full of explosives, spiked with shrapnel and nails to cause maximum injury. Witnesses said the bomber took a few steps into the crowded room shortly before 23:00 and detonated. "There was no time to flee; no time to do anything," a survivor told Israel Radio. The explosion blew out the entire front of the pool hall and caused part of the ceiling to collapse. "It looks like a battlefield," said a television reporter, adding that the ground outside was littered with body parts of people who had been flung out of the building. According to hospital officials, some 60 people had been evacuated to hospital, 16 of them in very serious condition. "Most of those injured were hurt as a result of the explosion, not from the collapse of the building," said Avi Zohar, general director of Magen David Adom (Israel's equivalent to the Red Cross). Rescue workers said some of the dead were trapped under the collapsed roof. Firemen used two cranes to clear away the debris to get to those buried underneath.

A Palestinian suicide bomber detonated his explosives near a Golani force at the Salem Roadblock near Anin Village. An IDF officer commanding the force was moderately wounded from the explosion.

In the village of Anin in the West Bank on Friday afternoon, soldiers were suspicious of a vehicle approaching their roadblock to which they signaled it to stop. Three Palestinians got out of the vehicle and one approached the soldiers and detonated his explosives, moderately wounding an IDF officer. The other two fled.

Hashaika, a former PA police officer had been arrested by the PA on information provided by the Shin Bet, as he was setting out with an explosives belt to attack a Ra'anana mall, in what was planned as a joint operation by Fatah and Islamic Jihad. After his arrest, it was discovered that he had been involved in plotting a car bombing that went awry in Wadi Ara on February 8, killing the two terrorists inside the car. The PA asked Israel for permission to move Hashaika to Ramallah, where, said PA security officials, they had safe apartments where he could be held under tight control. But once there, he was either released or escaped and immediately went to work preparing yesterday's bombing. A senior security services source said the Nablus wing of Fatah, headed by Nasser Awis, from the Balata Refugee Camp, was behind the bombing. Awis is considered close to several aides of Marwan Barghouti, the Fatah secretary general in the West Bank and commander of Tanzim. The network behind yesterday's bombing, said the source, was also behind the series of attacks on army check-points in recent weeks in which 17 Israelis, mostly soldiers, were killed.

Further Details



The bomber got on at the stop at the Israeli Arab town of Mus Mus, along with two elderly Arabs and a school child. The bomber, a man in his thirties, did not look in any way suspicious. "He paid his fair all the way to Afula, and wasn't carrying any bags, Ben-Yosef said." As the day was cool and people were wearing heavy coats, an explosives' belt could be easily hidden. Casualties include both Jews and Arabs. Shortly after boarding, the bomber moved toward the center of the bus, where he detonated the explosives. According to one witness, an armed passenger approached the bomber as he sat down several seats behind the driver. The two reportedly argued moments before the terrorist detonated the bomb he was wearing.The killed were Sgt. Michael Altfiro, 19, of Pardess Hanna; SWO Meir Fahima, 40, of Hadera; St.-Sgt. Shimon Edri, 20, of Pardess Hanna; Cpl. Aharon Revivo, 19, of Afula; Mogus Mahento, 75, of Holon; Alon Goldenberg, 27, of Tel Aviv; and Bella Schneider, 54, of Hadera. Islamic Jihad identified the bomber as Rafat Abu Diyak, 24, of Jenin.

Three passengers were killed and nine wounded when a Palestinian suicide bomber blew himself up on an Israeli bus. A 22 year-old woman and two men, aged 28 and 25, were killed, along with the suicide bomber.




Further Details




The explosion on the No. 823 intercity bus, which was traveling from Nazareth to Tel Aviv, occurred at 8:45 in the evening. Nine people -- some of whom were in cars near the bus at the time of the blast -- were taken to hospital for treatment of shrapnel injuries. One was listed in moderate to serious condition; the other victims sustained light injuries. Bus driver Tal Goldberg, who escaped with relatively minor injuries, said that a well-dressed young Arab with a moustache had boarded his bus at the Israeli Arab town of Umm el-Fahm. He said that many bus drivers have expressed anxiety about stopping in Um el-Fahm, which has a reputation as a center of Islamic fundamentalism. The suicide bomber apparently aroused no suspicions; he paid his fare with a 200 shekel note, and took his seat near the middle of the bus. The bus driver said the the man had been waiting at the Umm al Fahm bus stop with two friends, who patted him on the back and kissed him on the cheeks before he boarded the bus. The bus route runs through a part of the country whose population is mixed Jewish and Israeli Arab. The bus, normally full during the daytime, was carrying only a handful of passengers at the time of the blast. It is possible that the bomber had originally intended to target a more crowded bus, and that the explosives detonated prematurely. At the same time, the blast occurred just as the bus passed a petrol station and a military training base. There is some speculation that the terrorist hoped that the explosion would start a blaze at the station, and that it would spread to the nearby army base.

Police said that passersby had called to their attention a suspicious person in front of the city's Bikur Holim Hospital. Two border policemen approached the man, who was disguised as an orthodox Jew, and called on him to stop. One of the border policemen, Gai Mugrabi told Israel Radio that he and his partner approached to within some four meters of the suspect. At that point, said Mugrabi, "The man stopped, turned toward us with a sort of grin, and reached for his bag with his right hand to detonate the bomb." Mugrabi was lightly injured, but his partner sustained life-threatening injuries and was taken to Bikur Holim Hospital for emergency surgery. A dozen other people were also admitted to hospital, but most sustained minor injuries. A doctor at Bikur Holim hospital said the injured were suffering from burns, and injuries inflicted by the nails, screws and shards of metal contained in the bomb. "If he had managed to walk another hundred meters, it would have been a massacre," said a police source. The blast occurred about two blocks from Jerusalem's busiest pedestrian crossing on the corner of King George and Jaffa roads. A suicide bombing there last month killed 15 people and injured over a hundred.

The attack occurred at about 17:25 on Sunday afternoon, in the Wall Street Restaurant in Kiryat Motzkin, a suburb of Haifa. Witnesses said the bomber walked into the crowded restaurant, approached a waitress and said, "Do you know what I'm carrying?" He then showed her the belt of explosives around his waist, at which she shouted, "Terrorist! Terrorist!" Upon hearing her cries, the diners jumped to their feet and rushed from the restaurant. Restaurant owner, Aharon Roseman picked up a chair and hurled it at the bomber, before taking cover behind a low wall. It was at that point that the attacker activated his explosives. The bomber reportedly entered Haifa in a taxi, thus evading a cordon of police blockades encircling the city in the wake of intelligence warnings that a suicide attack was imminent. Police in Haifa arrested the taxi driver, who admitted to ferrying the attacker to the restaurant, while claiming that he had no notion of what the man intended until it was too late.

Details:





A suicide bombing at a pizza restaurant in the center of Jerusalem killed 15 people--mostly young families and tourists--and wounded more than 90. Six children were among the dead. At roughly 14:00, a blast devastated a crowded Sbarro Pizzeria at the corner of King George and Jaffa streets. More than 90 people were wounded--two critically and ten seriously. The pizzeria, located at one of the busiest street corners in downtown Jerusalem, is a favorite for families and school children on summer vacation, and a number of infants are amongst the dead and wounded. Five of the dead were members of the same family, including the parents and three children, aged 14, 4 and 2. Two other daughters, 8 and 7, were wounded, one severely. Unexploded fragments of the bomb were found by police sappers and detonated in a controlled explosion. Security forces are currently searching for additional devices. Both Hamas and the Palestinian Islamic Jihad claimed responsibility. Israeli security sources later said that the bombing was the work of Hamas.




Further Details




The following information is from the website of the Israel Foreign Ministry: The headquarters of the Hamas organization in Samaria, located in Nablus, is responsible for today's (9 August) attack in Jerusalem. That same headquarter is responsible for the attacks on the Dolphinarium nightclub (1 June) and the "HaSharon" shopping mall in Netanya (18 May), as well as a long list of additional lethal attacks. This cell has operated for a long time, undisturbed, in areas under the control of the Palestinian Authority (PA). It has prepared bombs, recruited and trained suicide bombers and dispatched them to locations in Israel. This past month, as a result of Israel's attempt to implement the Tenet document, detailed information - which included the names of senior members of this cell - was given to the Palestinian Security Forces. This information was accompanied by the request that specific terrorist attacks be prevented, as Israel's Security Forces had information about the plans for these attacks. On July 13, the Palestinian Security Forces were asked to arrest Abas Sayid from Tulkarem, who was in the process of dispatching a terrorist attack against Israel. The Palestinian Authority did nothing. On July 29, the Palestinian Security Forces were asked to arrest Iman Halaveh from Nablus, in order to prevent another planned terrorist attack. Yet again the PA did nothing. Members of this cell who had been dispatched by these two terrorists carried out two attacks in Jerusalem: a car bomb which exploded in the underground parking garage of an eight-story residential building in the Pisgat Ze'ev neighborhood and an explosive devise placed in a supermarket (29 July). By some miracle, neither attack caused serious casualties. On July 31, Israeli Security Forces were left with no choice but to attack Jamal Mansour and Jamal Damoni, two of the leaders of this same headquarters in Nablus, in order to prevent their plan to send suicide bombers to attack Israeli targets. On August 8, another member of this cell - Nihad Abu Kishak - was apprehended by Israel. Amongst his belongings was the will of an additional suicide bomber - Basset Uda from Tulkarem. Kishak admitted his activities, conducted jointly with Amar Hadiri (also from Tulkarem) aimed at sending suicide bombers into the Sharon area. As a result, the Israeli Security Forces were compelled to act against Hadiri so as to prevent his activities. Information about Uda, the designated suicide bomber was given to the Palestinian Security Forces. Again, nothing was done. On August 8, an additional suicide bomber was dispatched in a car bomb driven by Asraf Sayid. The car exploded close to Moshav Baka'ot, causing injury to an Israeli soldier. At the same time, the cell planned another attack in Jerusalem. Information about Abdullah Barghouti, who was in Ramallah and was directly responsible for dispatching the suicide bomber was given on August 9 to the Palestinian Security Forces in an attempt to prevent the attack. Yet again nothing was done, and the result was the terrible terrorist attack against a pizzeria in the center of Jerusalem.

Further Details




On July 11, the Palestinian Security Forces were asked to arrest Mahmoud Norsi from the Jenin refugee camp, in order to prevent a terrorist attack he had planned. The Palestinian Authority did nothing and the result was the deadly attack near the Binyamina train station, in which two people were killed and eight injured. This cell continued its activities and on July 22, it attempted to carry out another terrorist attack in Haifa. A catastrophe was prevented thanks to Israeli Security Forces who managed to arrest Morad - Mahmoud Norsi's brother - who was supposed to blow himself up in the Carmalit subway in Haifa. Mahmoud Norsi was also responsible for a terrorist attack in Beit She'an (August 2), in which heavy casualties were prevented only by miracle. A statement published by the Israel Foreign Ministry on August 10 said that Mahmoud Norsi and fellow members of his terrorist cell were continuing their activities undisturbed. According to the statement, the cell is currently planning a terrorist attack in Israel to be carried out by a suicide bomber by the name of Hassin Abu Nassa from Jenin.

Ofir Kit approached the jeep. A close friend of the Iszak family described Aviv as an outstanding student and excellent basketball player. Aviv, drafted 11 months ago into the army, had wanted to serve in an elite combat unit, but joined the Givati infantry brigade because of his eyesight. He served for two months in Kfar Darom, in the southern Gaza Strip and was recently sent to the Dugit area, considered a quieter assignment. He was to have soon to have begun officer training. Aviv graduated from the Katznelson high school in Kfar Saba. He began his studies in the special basketball track, but then switched to a class for gifted pupils, majoring in chemistry and physics. He had planned to continue his studies in physics after his army service. Aviv Iszak is survived by his parents, Hannah and Ilan, and his younger brother, Omer (16), and sister, Noa (10). He was laid to rest in the military cemetary in Kfar Saba.

"Burying a son is like the destruction of the Temple," he said. "I've lost two sons, and experienced, it seems, the destruction of both Temples. I hope I won't become a second Job, bereft of all sons." Ofir Kit was buried at the military cemetery on Mt. Herzl in Jerusalem. He is survived by his parents, Dina and Omer, and his younger brother Yair.

Dr. Mario Goldin, 53, of Kfar Sava, was killed when a terrorist detonated a powerful bomb he was carrying near a group of people waiting at a bus stop on the corner of Weizman and Tchernichovsky streets. Goldin, 53, married with three children, was in charge of the pain clinic at the Beit Levinstein rehabilitation center. He also worked in the orthopedic ward at Meir Hospital and had treated and helped many victims of terror attacks. He was on his way to Meir Hospital on Tuesday morning, and decided to take the bus. He was killed immediately. Mario Goldin immigrated from Argentina 24 years ago. Colleagues and friends said he was a "genuinely good man" and an outstanding doctor who had pioneered the establishment of the pain clinic in the early 1980s. His main aim in life was to ease the suffering of others. He is survived by his wife, a physiotherapist at Meir Hospital, two sons, and a daughter. He was buried in Kfar Sava.

Naftali Lanzkorn, 13, of Petah Tikva was killed in a suicide bombing at the Mifgash Hashalom ("peace stop") gas station east of Kfar Saba. Naftali was a student at the "Bnei Hayil" yeshiva in Kedumim in Samaria. The school for junior high and high school boys was established three years ago to provide a framework for pupils suffering from attention deficit disorders (ADD) who have difficulty coping in a regular framework. He and some of his fellow students would wait near the gas station every morning for the bulletproof bus that took them to school. On Wednesday morning, the suicide bomber positioned himself among the group of teenage boys in the parking lot and then blew himself up. Naftali Lanzkorn was killed along with Eliran Rosenberg-Zayat. Four of their fellow students were injured. Math teacher Efrat Velner related that Naftali was loved by pupils and teachers alike. "He was very mature for his age, he was concerned as to whether we would succeed in completing the required learning material by the end of the year. He often used to talk about trips he planned to take with his family. I really enjoyed teaching him," she said. Naftali Lanzkorn, who loved basketball, celebrated his Bar-Mitzva only two months ago. He was the youngest child of 10 of a family that immigrated to Israel from Britain in the early 1970s. His father said that on his way to school, the boy told him he thought there would be a bombing yesterday morning. Naftali Lanzkorn was buried in Petah Tikva.

He was close to both families who lived in Givat Shmuel, comprising seven brothers and sisters. His stepfather, Rafael Zayat, related that, on the day he was killed, Eliran was to have received a school award for excellence. Eliran Rosenberg-Zayat was buried in Petah Tikva.

A police spokesman told Israeli radio that the bomber was either waiting to board onto the bus, or had just alighted from it. According to one account, suspicious passengers caused the bomber to get off the bus just before the explosion. "A man with a bag got onto the bus number 6, and raised the suspicions of the passengers. He immediately got off the bus and then the explosion occurred," said Jerusalem police spokesman Shmuel Ben-Ruby. Earlier the same morning, at 7:40 local time, a powerful car bomb hidden in a stolen detonated near a large shopping mall in Jerusalem's East Talpiot industrial zone. Seven people were injured, one moderately and the others lightly. A passing bus and several nearby storefronts were heavily damaged. A police spokesman said that the type of bomb was similar to previous devices used by Palestinian groups to attack civilian targets. In a declaration to the Arabic television channel Al-Jazeera, the fundamentalist Palestinian Islamic Jihad (PIJ) claimed responsibility for the Talpiot bomb. Hamas took responsibility for the suicide bombing the same afternoon.

Naftali Dean is survived by 3 children, 10 grandchildren, and 4 great-grandchildren.
