* ...0rganise your own accommaodation

* ..be aware of any language/academic requirements from
chosen university (helpful info here)

...pay 15% of regular tuition fee to Warwick (details here)
* You do not pay any fees to uni you are visiting

...try to take at least 75% of your credits in Philosophy

* e) Why should you be selected for the exchange?
