We offer grants for all Warwick staff as Academic Fellowships (to develop or revise a module
or course), Pedagogic Interventions (for a one-off event which will enhance teaching and
learning) and Strategic Funds for larger projects which address the University’s strategic aims.

We offer grants to students under our Student as Producer strand, for performance-based
and research projects and Performance Festival bursaries to showcase this work.

We encourage students and staff to work together on research projects with our
Collaboration funding.
