Matters arising since the last AB meeting
Nothing to report

Introducing new Steering Committee members:
 AMS welcomed the new Steering Committee members and members introduced themselves. 

Draft Annual Report:
AMS reported on the Research committee meeting and presented a draft of the 2016- 2017 annual report. Members encouraged to submit comments.  
SJ reported on a successful event and initiative ‘Order and disorder: Self and society’ a workshop in collaboration with Shiv Nadar University-University of Warwick (April 4-6, 2017).


Networking event:
- AMS reported on the Term 1 Networking event although focused on new postgraduate students at the University, it attracted about 30 including from different science departments. It resulted in new connections and ideas for further events relating to the contribution of Warwick’s scientists to international development. Another networking event planned for Term 2. 

Launch of photography exhibition: 
JV presented the plans to exhibit the Photography competition entries in a gallery in Coventry (supported by GRP ID seed funding) to coincide with key events around the annual theme of poverty and inequality. 
there will also be an exhibition of the last year’s photographs (annual theme Gender and Development) in Milburn house starting immediately.
MH suggests that we should ask WBS for exhibition spaces for next year.

Forthcoming events:
ANNUAL LECTURE
AJ announces that it is planned for Wednesday 2nd May and our confirmed speaker is Sir Hilary Beckles. It will be co-hosted under the VC’s distinguished lectures series.  

POSTGRADUATE CONFERENCE:
NSB reported back on last year’s successful conference and invited all steering committee members to help disseminate this year’s call for papers. One of the student interns, recruited through WIDS, will help with the PR and call for papers.
BJ suggested that we aim to make the conference international and to offer some funding to a limited number of applicants. Agreed that GRP would explore possibility and also contact Development Studies Association with details of the conference. 

SUGGESTIONS FOR FURTHER EVENTS
RV good to encourage interaction between medicine and social sciences given the interest in this  area. 
Discussion of relationship with the Development Studies Association.  GRP is a member but we need to increase our profile via the Association – eg by making group presentation at DSA conference (BJ) and get our events/news into the newsletter.  Students encouraged to make presentations at DSA conference (BJ).
AMS reported that GRP ID plans to encourage developments with the science departments such as organizing a panel (probably in conjunction with GRP Sustainable Development) in term 2.
MH suggested connecting with the students in WBS organizing the ‘Hult prize’ competition, possibly organizing an event around this at Warwick in London. (http://www.hultprize.org/challenge/).
AJ plans to organise two more events, panel on NGOs working around poverty and inequality and a panel on Aesthetics of poverty.
RV asks GRP ID to promote her event, she will send all the PR info to NSB for circulations and distributions. 

7. Seed funding for GRP ID members and beyond:
members are encouraged to submit their funding submissions to GRP ID. 

8. LGD Journal:
JV introduced the  history of the LGD Journal and the present substantial rebranding including rebranding the LGD Journal logo and its website. The journal has recruited a new student editor, Maria Eugenia Giraudo. Archive of the Journal is still hosted on the University server, but the aim is to make LGD Journal an independent academic journal moving its website away from the University. LGD rebranding and renovation project is planned as a 3 year project beginning in 2016 -2017. First two special issues (cultural economies and gender) will be launched by the end of 2017/January 2018.  
The aim is to attract quality content to build a quality renown academic peer-reviewed journal. 
JV applied for IATL funding (outcome in December 2017).
JV encouraged everyone to consider editing special issues. AJ to edit the special issue on Poverty, Inequality and development at the end of academic year 2017-2018.
