I have just come completed the assessment day at Addleshaw Goddard.  The instruction taking exercise consisted of 5 letters, which had to be read and understood in twenty minutes.  The applicants had to analyse the five letters, withdraw the legal issues and present them to a partner and solicitor. The booklet of five letters was not allowed to be used in the presentation but notes could be taken in.  The discussion with the partner and solicitor lasted around 30minutes. Applicants were quizzed about the issues and about how the situation would differ when different facts were considered.  This was really tough.

The interview was very informal. Just a basic interview which lasted 45min.  It consisted of questions derived from my application. No commercial questions. This was fine.

The group exercise was just a problem regarding a company that was considering relocating to Asia.  This was fine too.
