They handed out a number of tickets for a meeting to a number of shop stewards, but the meeting was packed mainly by the other people, and they brought as one of the speakers Flora Drummond.  She was one of the leaders of the Suffragettes, and she was now one of the agitators for the winning of the war.  They got her onto the platform.  It was a remarkable night that night; two women made a great fight that night.  They were Pat Dolan’s wife, Agnes Dolan, and Ellen Crawford.  I thought they were going to murder Crawford that night, we had an awful job getting her clear of that terrible mob.  And they were throwing us out one by one.  And latterly we all got in a bunch and we fought back, and it quietened them a lot, once they saw you fighting in a bunch.  They were throwing us out one by one but once we got together . . . and some of us got hurt, but it was a terrific fight that night.

What did Flora Drummond say?  What were they doing in the big meeting?

Well, they were trying to just work up the fever of winning the war, and attacking us for doing things which they thought was hindering the war.

Did Ellen Crawford speak from the floor?
