1. How do | use the Dimmable Lights
in the Accessible Study Rooms?

This dimmable light switch features two
multifunctional buttons, allowing you to easily
adjust the lighting to your preferred brightness
levels.

Note: Lighting may vary slightly between rooms.

On/ Off / Dimmable

Press the top of the left button once to turn the
lights on full brightness mode.

Dimmable Light Switch

Fress the up button to switch
.

Press the down button to
switch off.

Press and hold the down
button cnce to dim 21 (bavice
for x2, three times for x3).

Press the bottom of the left button 3 times to turn
the lights off fully. The lights will gradually dim
with each press.

Using Lighting Scenes

Press the top right button labelled “Scene A.
50%" to set the lights to 50% brightness.

Press the bottom right button labelled “Scene B.
20%" to see the lights to 20% brightness.

For the PG Hub, the switch looks like an
ordinary light switch but it works differently. The
instructions on the left have been placed
nexttoit.

2. How do | use the Adjustable Desks?

Each desk has a control tab located on the
edge of the desktop, featuring two buttons to
adjust the height.

Before use, make sure the black power cable
is securely plugged into a wall socket and the
switchis turned on.

The left button has an upward arrow
indicating that the table will rise.

Press until the table is at your desired height
then let go of button.

The right button has a downward arrow
indicating that the table will lower.

Press until the table is at your desired height
then let go of button.

If the table won’t raise or lower:
First, check that it's plugged in and switched
on.

If it's still not responding, press and hold both
control buttons simultaneously until the table
lowers completely and comes to a stop.

Once it's fully lowered, press the left button
toraise the table. It should now function as
normal.

Please note: some of the catalogue PCs

have electronic height adjustable desks

(they vary in appearance but work the same).

3. Can | book the Accessible Study
Rooms for longer than 3 hours?

Bookings are limited to a maximum of 3 hours per day.

This ensures fair access for all users, as these rooms are in high demand and
availability is limited.

4. Can my friends join me in the
Accessible Study Rooms?

You may bring one companion into the room.

Please note that these spaces are monitored regularly to ensure a safe and
comfortable environment for all users.

5. Whatdo |l doif | have booked a
room that I no longer need?

If your plans change, please cancel your booking as soon as possible to make the
space available to others.

You can also speak to the Helpdesk, who can cancel it on your behalf and ensure it
doesn't count as a no-show.

6. Why can’t | enter the Accessible
Study Room if | have booked it?

If you don't arrive within 15 minutes of your scheduled start time, the system will mark it
as a no-show and automatically cancel your access.

If you leave the room during your booking, you can usually return using your ID Card
— but if your room break crosses the hour mark and you're gone for more than 15
minutes, your access may be revoked.
