Coventry Recycling Survey 

Last year Coventry City Council collected over 23,000 tonnes of recycling from blue lidded bins 
across the city. This represents around 18% of all waste produced by residents. The Council are 
currently encouraging people to undertake a short 2 minute survey to help them improve the 
services they deliver and to ensure that residents are able to participate fully and confidently in 
the recycling service.
