Unilever’s chief executive Alan Jope said it was no longer enough for consumer goods companies to sell 
washing powders that make shirts whiter or shampoos that make hair shinier because consumers wanted 
to buy brands that have a “purpose” too. 

Unilever has tasked its marketers with devising sustainable business plans for its portfolio of more than 
400 brands, with Marmite, Magnum and Pot Noodle thought to be among the businesses that will need to 
find a raison d’être if they are to remain part of the group in the long term.
