Hedgelaying

The Grounds Team have recently undertaken some hedgelaying along Leighfield to help enhance biodiversity on
campus. Hedgelaying is a traditional craft originally used to create a natural barrier to stop livestock straying but it
also provides many ecological benefits. For example, hedges provide valuable food sources and nest sites for insects,
birds and mammals. They also provide corridors for wildlife to move more freely, capture pollutants and help
prevent erosion.
