Paper savings

The central print room and departmental printers used under the Managed Print Service report regularly on
environmental savings. Since the service was initiated and monitored a total of 7,670,000 sheets of paper have been
saved by not automatically being released for print, which is equivalent to 211,743kg of CO,, 76,719m3 of H,0 or
460 trees.
